    VERA CRUZ  
    MOUNTAIN  
       RANCH 
        

 
 

 Karen and Russ Bandemer were living near 
Cheyenne, Wyoming, close to their families, produc-
tive and happy.  Then one day, Karen developed 
heart problems and needed surgery.  They went to 
the Mayo Clinic in Arizona, where they stayed for 
two months as she healed.  During that time, they  
realized the amount of stress they had in their lives 
and decided to look at options available. 
 

 They decided to ‘trade’ running four ranch 
properties with about a dozen employees for the 
more peaceful life here running just one property – 
Vera Cruz Mountain Ranch – on Hwy 380 east 
just past the Route 37 cutoff to Nogal and Ruidoso.  
They arrived in March after visiting a couple of 
times and falling in love with the friendliness of the 
people and the small town feeling they had enjoyed 
in Wyoming.   
 

  Vera Cruz is the large tract of land which 
was formerly the historic O Bar O Ranch.  Lot sizes 
are about 140 acres located in private, natural areas 
near the Lincoln National Forest.  Of the 26 tracts 
initially for sale, only about a dozen are still available.  
Larger tracts can be split into three parcels, so 
smaller ones are available.

Bad for Business 
 

 On Thursday, July 10th, a special meeting of 
the town council was convened and Chief of Police 
Carrie Spencer was voted out of her appointment. 
We were given no explanation at all. Only trustee 
Dennis Dunnum voted against this action, and the 
Mayor very nearly resigned, but instead decided to 
stay and called for the citizens of Carrizozo to step 
up. 
 

 The action of trustees Dennis Vega, Dusty 
Voss, and  Max Saucedo to remove Chief Spencer is 
bad for business.  These three trustees acted in their 
own self interest and not in the interest of the citi-
zens of Carrizozo. They also acted without counsel 
or forethought.  Their actions put the town in a po-
sition where legal action may be taken against the 
town. This, too, is bad for business. 
 

 If you are displeased with the town council’s 
decision, then please step up and make your voice 
heard.  Get involved, go to the town council meet-
ings and above  all, make sure all the trustees are 
held accountable. 
 

 Some critics say that a Chamber of Com-
merce should not be a political body. I disagree. In 
fact I think a chamber of commerce has the obliga-
tion to work on behalf of its members to ensure that 
a positive business atmosphere exists. Removing 
Chief of Police Carrie Spencer is bad for business. 
 

 Carrizozo is a good town. It is a town with a 
lot of potential and it is the citizens of this town that 
make it what it is. 
 

 As a member of the Chamber of Commerce, 
as a business owner in Carrizozo, as a citizen of this 
town I ask that you help the Mayor and step up. 
Make your voice be heard in what ever way you can. 
Get involved in the politics of this town.  It is just 
good for business.

TOWN CLEANUP  AUGUST 9 
 

 On Saturday, August 9, from 8 a.m to noon, 
Town employees, recyclers and others will be out 
and about collecting junk, stuff and trash residents 
are ‘done with.’  Six rolloffs will be available;  
 

• four at the McBride facility at E and 18th 
Street to collect general ‘stuff’ and clean yard 
waste which should be dumped in the pit; and  

• two at the Transfer Site near the Detention 
Center to collect metal and old appliances/
white goods (which should be stacked along 
the wall for later disposal).  

 

 There are some guidelines to follow, and 
they appear below: 
 

• If you or your kids have a pickup, the town 
won’t do a pickup; take it to the appropriate site; 

• If you or your kids do not have a pickup, put all 
materials you want picked up at the street; 

• If you need a pickup, call the Town to schedule 
it at 648-2371; and 

• When you see the truck pull up for your stuff, if 
you can help load anything, that’d be wonderful! 

 

 There is a lot of area to cover, so pickups 
need to be scheduled before noon Friday, Au-
gust  8.  Names will be put on a list by location so 
we can be more efficient in getting everyone han-
dled.  Call to get on the list and have everything 
you want picked up ready by 8 a.m. Saturday. 
  

 As has been the occasion in the past, if you 
would like to help the collections and/or donate 
funds to cover costs of the rolloffs, please call the 
Town and let them know. 

 

PUBLIC HEARINGS 
 

 One way the Town has of getting funds is to 
apply for grants.  Public hearings are scheduled now 
regarding a Community Development Block Grant 
(CDBG) for up to $500,000 to help our streets.   
Dora Batista from Economic Development will 
chair these hearings.
