     This year, Valle del Sol will join forces with the 
Chamber of Commerce and the Volunteer Fire De-
partment in hosting this annual event.  The location 
and ‘happenings’ will be on the north side of 380 at 
the Valle del Sol Gazebo.   
 
     Activities will start at noon and will have lots of  
fun things to do for the whole family before the eve-
ning fireworks show begins.  There will be plenty of 
food (including $2 hamburger or $1 hot dog plates), 
live music, games for kids and teens, arts & crafts 
booths and family style entertainment.  Free parking 
will be convenient to the festivities (watch for signs 
and personnel directing traffic).
